Today you will
admire stunning palaces, ornamental gardens, magnificent buildings,
and elegant villas. Arrive at Isola Bella, the jewel of Lake Maggiore, and
eng']oy atour of the 17th century Isola Bella Gardens and Palace. See its
richly decorated rooms, and beautiful garden. See the Teatro Massimo,
the most important monument in the garden. Statues, obelisks and
fountains are perfectly integrated together with the vegetation of the

ten scenic terraces, at'the top of which rises the statue of the Unicorn,

the heraldic-symbol of the Borromeo family. Next, visit Isola dei Pescatori
(Fishermen'’s s/andﬁ, a picturesque fishing village with ori%inal dwellings
that is considered the most picturesque of the Borromean Islands, as wall
as the only one to be permanently inhabited (50 residents). Free time at
leisure to explore on your own. See the Church of San Vittore dating to
the 11th century or browse the quaint shops. Next, enjog some free time
in Stresa with its elegant promenades and picturesque historic district
before arriving back at your hotel. Dinner is included this evening.
